The Detail

The property opens into a welcoming sitting room where the open fire forms an
attractive focal point, enhanced by traditional detailing and a cosy atmosphere. An
inner lobby leads through to a separate lounge positioned to the rear, offering
additional reception space and a staircase rising to the first floor.

To the rear, the hand-painted oak kitchen features solid wood worktops, quality
integrated appliances including a Neff induction hob and oven, and ample storage
within bespoke cabinetry. The adjoining dining area sits beneath a cathedral-style
roof, creating height and light, while a conservatory provides further access to the
garden.

Upstairs, both bedrooms are generous doubles, each retaining period-style fireplace
features and built-in storage. The bathroom is fitted with a Burlington roll-top bath,
pedestal basin and W.C., maintaining the cottage’s character.

Externally, the property enjoys a charming courtyard with blue brick detailing, an
outhouse for storage, and a further private garden with lawn, patio, summer house and
a peaceful brook backdrop.







The Location

Repton remains one of South Derbyshire’s most desirable villages,
known for its historic architecture, strong sense of community and
well-regarded schooling. The village centre offers everyday
essentials alongside independent touches that shape daily life — a
traditional butcher, village store with post office, welcoming cafés
and popular public houses such as The Boot and The Bulls Head.
